Membership Guidelines
1. Member agencies must send a representative on a regular basis. 
2. If an agency is unrepresented for 2 consecutive meetings per calendar year, continued membership will be reviewed by the coalition.  Factors such as agency staffing concerns and B.A.C.E.D. participation outside of meetings will be considered. If the agency’s contribution is found to be unsatisfactory, membership will be canceled and the agency will be removed from the brochure, email list, website, and any/all promotional material.
3. Each member will participate in at least one project, subcommittee, or event annually.

4. Members are obliged to inform B.A.C.E.D on any significant changes to the services provided by the agency they represent. 
5. To add an agenda item to an upcoming meeting, the item should be emailed to the B.A.C.E.D. co-chairs and secretary no later than one week prior to the scheduled meeting.
6. All meeting minute revisions, suggestions, or comments, should be e-mailed to the B.A.C.E.D. co-chairs and secretary. Revisions will be confirmed by members during the next meeting.

7. The voluntary membership contribution is $145., which includes attendance privileges of up to 3 representatives to all regular monthly B.A.C.E.D. meetings .
8. If an agency is unable to meet the voluntary membership contribution, alternative arrangements can be made at the discretion of the executive board.

9. A $10 admission fee applies to all non-members who attend regular monthly B.A.C.E.D. meetings.
10. Membership must be renewed by January 1st of each calendar year.
